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Britain Opens Up Secret UFO Files

LONDON — The men were air traffic controllers. Experienced, calm professionals. Nobody was drinking.

What they saw has never been explained. And theg s@worried about losing their jobs that they de-
manded their names be kept off the official reports

No one, they knew, would believe their claim thataidentified flying object landed at the airfigltey
were overseeing in the east of England, touchedhdwovefly, then took off again at tremendous speed.

But that's what they reported happening at fouhéafternoon on April 19, 1984, at an unspecifedl|
airport near the eastern coast of England.

Their "Report of Unusual Aerial Phenomenon" is ohenore than 1,000 pages of formerly secret UFO
documents released Wednesday by Britain's Natibredlives.

The air traffic controllers, each with more thaghgiyears on the job, describe how they were hglginde
a small plane to a safe landing on runway 22 whewg were distracted by a brightly lit object apmtuag a differ-
ent runway without clearance.

"Everyone became aware that the object was unidEhti the report on the incident said. "SATCO
[codename for a controller with 14 years' expermdmeports that the object came in 'at speed,' rmadach and go
on runway 27, then departed at 'terrific speed'‘mear vertical' climb."

The incident is one of the more credible in the lygaublic files because it was reported by airftcaton-
trollers, said David Clarke, a UFO expert who hask&d with the National Archives on the documetease.

"They were absolutely astonished," he said. "It wasight, circular object, flashing different cdpand
after it touched down it disappeared at fantagtees. The report comes from very qualified peoghel it's one of
the few that remained unexplained.”

He said other incidents were at times reporteditayadt crews whose members also asked to remainyan
mous because they did not want to jeopardize taegers by seeming to believe in UFOs.

In one case, the pilot of a commercial plane cragthe Atlantic reported an unidentified objectt juH
nautical miles from his wing. He speculated thanight be a meteor or a missile.

Although there are some unexplained cases, ther@risported instance in which Britain's Ministrfye-
fense found any evidence of alien activity or abpacecraft, said Clarke, who nonetheless expeatpaacy theo-
ries about a UFO coverup by the British defensatdishment to persist.

"The Ministry of Defense doesn't have any evidethe¢ our defenses were breached by alien craftsaige
"They never found one, no bits of one, that's &loan say."

Clarke said the documents released Wednesdayndeaith the late 1970s and early 1980s, are tisé fir
batch of a series that will be made public in tegtriew years.

The National Archives is releasing the files nowdigse of numerous Freedom of Information requesi-s
ing information about the government's UFO reports.

Officials said names of many individuals had bekathked out to protect their privacy and the erfiles
had been reviewed to make sure their release didamepromise national security.

Ministry of Defense officials indicate in the filéisat UFO reports were only investigated to make shat
no enemy aircraft had illegally entered Britistspeice. This was crucial during the Cold War wheadin planes
posed an ongoing threat.

But officials say they did not try to solve the UF@dles once an enemy attack had been ruled out.

The vast majority of the reports come from memio¢ithe public who see strange things in the sky and
jump to the conclusion that a UFO is involved etlemugh there is likely a logical scientific expléioa for what
they are observing, experts say.

"Mostly it's well-intentioned witnesses who are entifying things," said Nick Pope, another UFQent
who helped the Ministry of Defense investigategghenomenon. "The most common things are aircigtitdi bright
stars and planets, satellites, meteors, airshigshangs like that."
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Some of the reports are fairly easy to explain -é @uite possibly influenced by a pint or two of bee

University of California Press, 2001, 295 pp. 9Tisi one of the best books about UFOlogy by a nB@/dgist. Denzler’'s work is
meticulously researched, and informed by her ovwmeys of people attending ufological conventiomel{iding the 1997 MUFON
International Symposium in Grand Rapids), and attgons with several local UFO groups in the Nd@#rolina area. In my opin-
ion, Denzler’s is a fair and balanced account effibld from the perspective of a religious scho#ard its footnotes allow for an
amazing amount of profitable further research @nghrt of the reader. You'll also get your vodabpwidened, a bit, by reading

this book.

UFO Religions edited by Christopher Partridge. London: Ralgks 2003, 383 pp. This is a collection of esggydifferent relig-
ion scholars on a wide variety of UFO-related tepincluding UFO contactee movements and cults agdbnarius, the Aetherius
Society, Heaven's Gate, UFO religions and cargtscattitudes towards religion and science in tRf®Unovement (this article by
Brenda Denzler), and Jung on UFOs. The levelswadirse here is high and the articles generafiyras some basic familiarity
with the topics, so this is not by any means amductory book. While the editor Partridge indé&saa general sympathy towards
the “organized” UFOlogists, the authors mostly @ntcate on what many ufologists would considentfa” areas of UFOlogy,
while discounting or at least virtually ignoringattthere is a concrete reality to UFOs. Howethgs, is a very worthwhile series of
articles, providing insight into what one scholatlgcipline thinks about UFOlogy. Chapter 12,i68 Doubts: Reading Abduction
Narratives Post-apocalyptically”, included insigtite author Jodi Dean received from her correspuorsl@ith the late and much-
missed David Caywood.

The GodsHavelanded:New Religionsfrom OtherWorlds edited by James R. Lewis. Albany, N.Y.: Statévidrsity of New York
Press, 1995, 343 pp. This is another compilaifaarticles, many on the same topics as the Pgdrwbok. The essayists_in The
GodsHaveLandedseem a bit less informed on UFOlogy than thosesetvork is included in UF®eligions but their articles are
still very valuable. It is particularly interestj to compare the Robert W. Balch article in tlaskbon “Bo and Peep’s UFO Cult”,
written prior to the March 26, 1997 mass-suicid@®followers of this cult, with the article in URReligions coming after that
shocking and terribly sad atrocity, and coincidéytaritten by the editor of Th&odsHaveLanded James R. Lewis.

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The Day the Aliens Landed

American film maker Randall Nickerson is currentigiting southern Africa to make a documentary foflows up an
incident that happened at the Ariel School in Rudimybabwe, in 1994, when 62 children aged betwégit @nd 12 reported
seeing a UFO and “strange beings” during their imgrbreak.

Those children are now young adults scattered arthaglobe. Nickerson is tracking them down anerinewing them
about the experience. “Their stories have not cedrag all,” he says. “Not what you would expedhi#y had made it all up.”

So what exactly happened on that day in 1994 ac¢heol in Ruwa just east of Harare? “It was magrbreak and they
were out in the school yard playing,” says Nickers@ hey saw one main silver craft that had fouvess around it,” says Nicker-
son. “It came down on a hill beyond the school ythat was out of bounds. The boundary was the efitfee school yard, then it
was bush and the hill.

“They ran to the edge of the school yard to sed s thing was. They saw this small creature veatund on top of
the craft while another came down to check outthilelren. He was all in black, with a very tighitsThe children said he had
big eyes ‘like rugby balls’.

“The children had direct eye contact with this tuea. There seems to have been some kind of congation with the
children about the state of the world — what wedwoing to the planet, the destruction we are caysilthough not all the chil-
dren got this message. Some of the children wateratized, others were excited. The young childrere the most traumatized
as they were at the front of the group.

“They all went screaming back to the teachers. f€aehers didn’t believe them at first. But therythent home and
told their parents who came to the school and veatatécnow what had happened.”

Soon afterwards the children were asked to dratugs of what they had seen. “They did this seplrathe drawings
were all the same.”

A BBC television crew were first on the scene tibofe it up. In November 1994, Harvard professopsychiatry John
E. Mack visited the school and filmed interviewshathe children. He was assisted by South Africamdpcer Nicky Carter who
had already made a short documentary on the subjettte SABC. “I| had a half-brother at the schbshe says. “He was off
sick on the day it happened, but the children kadd all about it and he contacted me.”

Carter has no doubt the children were telling théht “When they were interviewed by Mack with lai professional
skills it was clear they were telling the truth heir voice tone, their body language. They were@wistent, they told their sto-
ries with such conviction. And they spoke aboln itheir own language. One child recalled beind toy the alien that we should
not be so ‘techknowledged’ — why make up sometlikegthat?”

Mack, a Pulitzer prize winner for his biographyTofE. Lawrence (Lawrence of Arabia) titled A PrirafeOur Disorder,
was a highly respected psychiatrist. However, whebegan researching the phenomenon of repore aiductions, his fellow
academics looked askance. In 1994, when his boakiétibn appeared, a committee was appointed teweMack’s clinical
care and investigation of the people who had shdn@id alien encounters with him. According to BBC, “It was the first time
in Harvard’s history that a tenured professor wagected to such an investigation.”

After 14 months of inquiry, Harvard issued a staatrstating that the dean had “reaffirmed Dr Maelcademic freedom to
study what he wishes and to state his opinionsowitimpediment”.

In 2004, Mack was killed by a drunk driver while Wwas visiting London to lecture at a T. E. Lawrenoeference.

Mack was guarded in his interpretation of the atidagghenomenon. To one interviewer who said thatkseemed
“inclined to take these [abduction] reports at faakie”, Mack replied saying: “Face value | wouldsay. | take them seriously. |
don’t have a way to account for them.”

In a BBC interview he said: “| would never say, yéere are aliens taking people. [But] | would Hagre is a compel-
ling powerful phenomenon here that | can’t accdantn any other way. Yet | can’t know what it isthit seems to me that it in-
vites a deeper, further inquiry.”

Nickerson sees himself as taking that inquiry fertafter being commissioned by the John E. Macttits, along with
producer Dominique Callimanopulos, to make a doaueng incorporating the interview footage shot @94 with follow-up
material shot in the present.

“I want to present the story objectively,” says kécson. “To show the original raw material. Thatlsat initially inter-
ested me about this case. These children all disgrseeing the same thing. You can tell they atdying. But having seen this
footage | thought: | need to go to this placeal& to people, | need to investigate it for mysBiid this really happen?

“The subject has to be approached as scientifieallgossible,” he says. “There are questions thateed to ask. It's a
case of presenting the evidence just like court.”
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Despite this rigorous approach, isn’'t there a dahgewill simply encounter those on the “lunatinde”? “I have found
those are the people who have all the answergdngle to whom something like this has really haygpedon’t. They have mil-
lions of questions. There is a humility about thémey realize it's not about them.”

At the beginning of the project Nickerson set almrttacting those people who had been among tlohigizen who had
witnessed the sighting. “They are mainly studemt€&nada, the United States, New Zealand and Bifitai

Tracking them down hasn't been that difficult. “Jte@re contacting us because of what we put up @ddhn E. Mack
Institute website. What is interesting is that tlsdries remain the same as in 1994.

“They were affected profoundly,” says Nickersont tAe time one girl was told by her parents ndatk about it, that she
had imagined it all. But then she found other petsdtories on the Internet. She got in touch wigm and realized ‘Oh my God,
that was real’.

“Others I've met never doubted it. They say theegignce opened up new horizons for them.”

Nickerson cites two students who are now studyinipé U.S. “Their father said they would never hdwee that, but af-
ter their experience the children were totally deah that's what convinced him that something ydadppened.”

Nickerson'’s first stop during his visit to southekfrica was Ariel School. “I interviewed teachersdaworkers who were
there at the time.” He also came across people fwandifferent schools in the area who had sinmsightings on the same day.

Nickerson is now in South Africa trying to trackwdo those living here who were witnesses on that Haywill be here
until the end of April following up leads resultifiggm two radio interviews he has given.

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30 Billion Earths? New Estimate of Exoplanets in OuGalaxy

Chances are you haven't spent a whole lot of timedering how many Jupiter-like planets exist in galaxy. But Char-
ley Lineweaver has, because it bears on a morertanauestion: How many potentially habitable plsrare there?

New calculations by Lineweaver and Daniel Gretbeth of the University of New South Wales in Aulzaprovide an
encouraging answer to this question. The reseaehgrect a flood of Jupiters will be found, perh&@percent more than cur-
rently expected.

Each such discovery would be significant in thetanplanets that could harbor life.

Why? Because much of the evolution of our own sgyatem, including the formation of Earth, was esthated or af-
fected by Jupiter, the largest planet with by Fer bulk of the solar system's mass, excepting time & course.

"Our solar system is Jupiter and a bunch of juak,Lineweaver puts it.

Our protector

When Jupiter developed, it simply bullied otheresit§ into position or out of existence. Then thghtyi gas giant be-
came Earth's protector.

Though the fledgling Earth was pummeled by asteraittl comets, making it difficult for life to takeld, it could have
been much worse. Jupiter shielded Earth from an beavier bombardment of debris that made its wamy the outskirts of the
new system toward its central star.

That protective role continues. In 1994, Jupitexduigs immense gravity to lure comet Shoemaker-lietya death
plunge. Had the comet hit Earth, it would haveiltedd much or all of the planet.

For now, no one knows whether our solar systermesgmts a common method of formation and evolutiofact, discov-
eries over the past six years seem to indicatewite Most of the roughly 80 planets discoveretbiole our solar system are
much more massive than Jupiter. They also orbitqusty close to their host stars, locations thatia likely prevent rocky plan-
ets from forming in so-called habitable orbits.

But experts attribute these findings to the linnitas of technology. Smaller planets in more conafoie¢ orbits around
other stars simply can't be detected. Yet.

How many Jupiters?

All this in mind, Lineweaver and Grether worked same new calculations for the prevalence of piatiett are about
Jupiter's size at about the same distance fromltlost stars. The calculations are based on sortie ehost recent extrasolar
planet discoveries, in which ever-smaller objectsteing detected at ever-greater distances fremhbst stars.

So how many Jupiters are out there orbiting Suaiditars in the Milky Way Galaxy?

"At least a billion, but probably more like 30 milh," Lineweaver tol SPACE.com

And the math behind that?

"There are about 300 billion stars in our galaxigoAt 10 percent (or 30 billion) are roughly Surelikhe explained. "At
least 5 percent (1.5 billion) but possibly as masy0 percent or 100 percent (about 30 billiorthese have Jupiter-like planets."

These estimates would vary based on exactly whatgt Jupiter-like or Sun-like, Lineweaver said.

What about Earths?

The calculations, which are part of a paper thatbeen submitted to the jourmdtrobiology don't bear directly on
worlds like our own. But with what's known of plarfiermation, some speculation is possible.

"A reasonable guess is the same number of Earthgpiters,” Lineweaver said.

That, however, depends heavily on how one defirethHike. If one includes rocky planets in genglige Mercury, Ve-
nus and Mars, "then they are probably more cominan Jupiters,” he said. If, however, you mean rgitpets with liquid water
at the surface, "then we really can't answer thag well. They may be as common as Jupiters, or ity be much less common."

Alan Boss, an expert in planetary system formagibthe Carnegie Institution of Washington, saidrniber calculations for
Jovian twins seem reasonable. Trying then to etittie number of Earth-like planets requires " leBfaith, but one which ap-
pears to be plausible," he said.

"As the veil covering the unseen portions of disagwspace is lowered in the next decade, | expeawill find that Jupi-
ter-like planets are commonplace," said Boss, was mot involved in the new study. "Whether or heat &also means Earth-like
planets are common can only be proven by NASA'dé¢apission.”

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Police chase UFO over Cardiff

A police helicopter crew gave chase to a UFO affteimost collided with their aircraft near a miliy base.

The pilot was forced to bank sharply to avoid bdiiidpy the mystery aircraft as the helicopter wetsirning to the Minis-
try of Defence base of St Athan, near Cardiff. Tiree crew, who described the UFO as 'flying seshaped’, then gave chase,
getting as far as the North Devon coast before theyow on fuel, it was reported.

The police aircraft was hovering at 500ft and wajtclearance to land on June 7, when those onispatted the other
craft hurtling towards them from below. A spokesnfiar South Wales Police said: "We can confirmAlreSupport Unit sighted
an unusual aircraft. This was reported to the eewuthorities for their investigation.”

It was reported that the aircraft closed in at gspeed, aiming straight for the helicopter whialeived sharply. "They
are convinced it was a UFO. It sounds far-fetcled they know what they saw."

The helicopter crew are said to have crossed tlgdBchannel in pursuit of the UFO, but lost sighit and had to turn
back due to a fuel shortage.

The sighting comes weeks after the most comprebe@dvernment files on UFO activity are openechwgublic for the
first time today and they disclose that even aiffitt controllers and police officers have seentegeus craft in the skies over
Britain.

The sightings range from incredible tales of ligleen men visiting the Wirral to corroborated asde from policemen
and pilots of Unidentified Flying Objects hoveriagove towns and cities.

All were recorded on official forms, held by airdes and police stations, and compiled by the Minit Defence be-
tween 1978 and 2002.

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Hoaxes Hurt UFOlogy

When it comes to photographic artbwievidence of anomalous aerial
phenomena, there are misidentifications of coneeali objects and natural phe-
nomena, actual unconventional objects and thee @&r outright hoaxes. The
internet’s popular “Youtube.com” overflows with adgepodge of all of the
above. Separating the wheat from the chaff isv@mending process that always
results in some so-called “experts” in direct disggnent with some others. The
UFO cynic will dismiss all evidence as a hoax regss of its authenticity and
painstaking analysis. Conversely, a small portibthe public will accept any-
thing that comes down the pike.

In 2006, Australian filmmaker ChKkienworthy received a grant from the
Australian government to produce several hoaxed WMiBEEo clips. The final product
was a convincing demonstration of how modern phafplgic technology may be used
to make nothing at all look like something anomaland plausible. Ironically, before
Kenworthy came clean about the ruse, the skeptizsimed out their standard explana-
tions of “birds”, “ball lighting”, “Venus” etc. whe the serious UFOlogist saw through
it in record time. The experiment was a lessaalltooncerned to carefully scrutinize
any and all photographic evidence before dubbiggituine. It also begged the ques-
tion “why would any government sponsor such a e

A gentleman recently had his fiftemimutes of fame (or shame) touting a pic-
ture he claimed was a typical disk-shaped UFO éncéimter of the frame. The problem
being that the dark object was also in the cerftéteosun. Taking a picture of the sun
will often produce this effect as well as colorfubs surrounding the star. They are not
UFOs, angels or the spirit of your late, great AMiatilda; it is the camera lens object-
ing to the overwhelming amount of light it is beisgbjected to. It doesn't do a lot of
good for the camera either. Whether this was a bo#&gnorance of photography is a
matter of debate.

In April 2008, Phoenix made national press covenaigie video of lights
moving randomly through the night sky. A man laeid he saw his neighbor launch
several helium balloons with flares attached tartfieom the back porch of his north
Phoenix home, to which the prankster later confies3éhe witness said the balloons
took off about 8 p.m., right before the mysteritights were spotted. This latest stunt
shouldn’t take anything away from the authentioityhe Phoenix Lights incident of
eleven years ago — but it just might in the minfisnany.

Now, Jeffrey L. Peckman is callig the creation of an Extraterrestrial Af-
fairs Commission within the city of Denver, ColocadThis in itself might be a vener-
able idea, however it's based on his highly questite (if not downright ludicrous)
video of a bug-eyed alien playing peeping Tom thial story window of the home of
an alleged abductee, Stan Romanek. Experts mag pne wrong but it looks like a
reflection of something from inside the room or ad®l outside the window. One
video entrepreneur has already duplicated Mr. Rakiarvideo and done a far better
job of it. Others have spoofed the video as wadl displayed their creations on You-
tube.

Such cases are far too numerousetttion here but the point is; a skeptical
public tends to throw the baby out with the bathlewvavhen a deliberate hoax grabs its
attention and is promptly exposed for what it tigly Deliberate hoaxes give UFOlogy
a black eye and hamper further study worthy ofoseriscientific investigation.

This is the very reason that Stafioadman uses only photographs taken in
the 1950s, when computers and Paint Shop coultawa been used to generate them.
The now-famous Trent photos are a case in poisenEhese are still dismissed as
hoaxes by the voluntarily blind and those who refiessurrender their self-appointed
designation as the most intelligent and advancétybeén the universe.
