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In the sky! A bird? A plane? A ... UFO?

Published January 1, 2007 by Jon Hilkevitch of th&€hicago Tribune.

It sounds like a tired joke--but a group of airlemployees insist they are in earnest, and theyset that neither their
bosses nor the government will take them seriously.

A flying saucer-like object hovered low over O'Haénéernational Airport for several minutes befodtimg through thick
clouds with such intense energy that it left anecleole in overcast skies, said some United Aidiaeployees who observed the
phenomenon.

Was it an alien spaceship? A weather balloonifote airspace over the world's second-busiegbei? A top-secret
military craft? Or simply a reflection from lightsat played a trick on the eyes?

Officials at United professed no knowledge of the/N7 event--which was reported to the airline byrany as a dozen
of its own workers--when the Tribune started askjogstions recently. But the Federal Aviation Adiistration said its air traffic
control tower at O'Hare did receive a call frommiteld supervisor asking if controllers had spotadysterious elliptical-shaped
craft sitting motionless over Concourse C of thététhterminal.

No controllers saw the object, and a preliminargathof radar found nothing out of the ordinary, FAgokeswoman
Elizabeth Isham Cory said.

The FAA is not conducting a further investigati@ury said. The theory is the sighting was cauged tweather phe-
nomenon," she said.

The UFO report has sparked some chuckles amongotlens in O'Hare tower.

"To fly 7 million light years to O'Hare and thenvasto turn around and go home because your gateecapied is sim-
ply unacceptable," said O'Hare controller and umifficial Craig Burzych.

Some of the witnesses, interviewed by the Tribgag] they are upset that neither the governmentheoairline is prob-
ing the incident.

Whatever the object was, it could have interferétl @'Hare's radar and other equipment, and evested a collision
risk, they said.

The Unidentified Aerial Phenomena (the term thateg®rrestrial-watchers nowadays prefer over Urtifled Flying Ob-
ject) was first seen by a United ramp worker wha dimecting back a United plane at Gate C17, adegrd an account the
worker provided to the National UFO Reporting Cente

The sighting occurred during daylight, about 4:3@.pjust before sunset.

All the witnesses said the object was dark graywvaeltidefined in the overcast skies. They saiddfadt, estimated by
different accounts to be 6 feet to 24 feet in diameand did not display any lights.

Some said it looked like a rotating Frisbee, wbillkeers said it did not appear to be spinning. agjleed the object made
no noise and it was at a fixed position in the $lkgt below the 1,900-foot cloud deck, until shogtoff into the clouds.

"It's absurd that the military would be conductasgial test flights" near the airport, Haines said.

All the witnesses to the O'Hare event, who includekbast several pilots, said they are certairdbas the disc's appear-
ance and flight characteristics that it was noaiaplane, helicopter, weather balloon or any otlraft known to man.

United denies UFO report

has taken the matter seriously.

A United spokeswoman said there is no record of4A® report. She said United officials do not tedecussion of any
such incident.

"There's nothing in the duty manager log, whichsed to report unusual incidents," said United spaloman Megan
McCarthy. "I checked around. There's no recordrything.”

The pilots of the United plane being directed bfiokn Gate C17 also were notified by United perséofi¢he sighting,
and one of the pilots reportedly opened a windsche¢he cockpit to get a better view of the objestimated to be hovering 1,500
feet above the ground.

1985 Connecticut UFO: Case Closed

On Thursday, March 21, 198%yan living in Milford, Connecticut, observed amidentified craft flying in the sky
over his home. In 2004 this witness approacheduoganization and asked for us to conduct an ingattin of the incident to see if
we could discover any additional details. Overdberse of our investigation our team identifiedeaist 20 others from the sur-
rounding area who had reported the same objeaif Mbich were conducted during our investigatidhost of the witnesses we in-
terviewed were not aware that anyone else had wbdé¢ne same craft that evening. Interestinglyugfionone of the witnesses had
previous contact with each other, they all descrite object in the same way.

The object was described as a triameggliaped craft with bright white and red lightswés estimated by one witness to be
no more than 200 feet off the ground. Several wirs who had the object fly over them reportedttieat was no sound as the ob-
ject passed overhead.

Two of the witnesses have backgroundssiation and were convinced that the object these seeing was not a conven-
tional aircraft. According to these two withesdas tharacteristics of the object in flight did nwtch any known aircraft. The ob-
ject was said to have been flying too slowly tcabeaircraft, as well as reportedly coming to a hpaad turning in place.

Local police departments received almemof calls from residents reporting the objecm® residents expressed concern
that the object may have been an aircraft in disteince it was flying so low and since there waaigport in the area.

According to the police reports a e#ls made to the local airport, however air tradfiotrollers reported no object on radar
or in visual range. The following day two locaWwspapers published stories about the local repBath newspapers said that offi-
cial suggests were that the object was a stunegtam a local airport. This explanation does neetwith the descriptions from the
witnesses.

Our investigation of this incident read a point where no further information was beingovered, and therefore we have
decided to close the case. Our conclusion, aftem@ing the information and witness testimonyhattthis object was not a conven-
tional aircraft.

Introduction to the Vallee Reviews:

In my review of the recently-publish&rass Roots UFQdy Michael Swords el., | mentioned Dr. Swords’ list of a few of the
best reading materials in ufology. My reviewslwihphasize these works, because they afford tls responsible basic grounding
with the elite scholarship on the subject, withitlicontroversies, personalities, and historys mfembers of an organization whose
express purpose is the scientific study of UFOsskauld be familiar with these seminal books.

There are three books by Dr. Jacques Vallee orftipstwenty” list: Anatomy of a Phenomen¢h965),Challenge to Scienggvith
Janine Vallee, 1966), arRhssport to Magoni§l1969). It's no accident that Vallee has planede books on the list than anyone
else; the man must be one of the top ten luminaridi®e field, has thought longer and more penieight on the subject than most
anyone else alive, and his development of interestiiding his movement away from the ETH (Extregstrial Hypothesis) has
made him a self-regarded maverick in the fieleh miany instances Vallee was breaking new grounkerpositions we’ll consider in
these three reviews. There are themes here thaeserve much attention in this column in futur@&hen, toohow Dr. Vallee
makes his points — his choice of examples, hisofisgnguage — deserves our admiration. All in\adllee furnishes some of the
clearest, most powerful arguments yet made fontaltie ufological subject seriously.

Anatomy of a Phenomenon

Jacques Vallee is a French astrophysicist and ctanpaientist who became uneasy at the unsciemiificin which scientists were
regarding the UFO phenomenon. He personally semmalous data being discarded because it confligittdthe preconceptions

of some scientists. He found that the data, @esce, if you will, for contact with other intejietnces seemed to go far back in time
before Kenneth Arnold in 1947Anatomy of a PhenomenanVallee’s effort to make a scientific argumenta popular form, that
UFO reports (note that | did not say UFOs) are yodf serious scientific study, and to suggest aesrio prosecute that study.

Anatomy of a Phenomenanntains seven chapters and a longish “Note”eetid. Chapter One covers UFO reports before the
“Modern Period”, which Vallee begins with the Scaravian “ghost-rocket” wave of 1946. Chapter Tiwa kind of digression on
the scientific aspects of the possibility of contaith “Superior Galactic Communities”; the “Notat the end of the book expands
more upon this topic. Chapter Three considersemotdlFO reports and documentation, while Four prssehat the scientific ap-
proach to such reports should be, and proposé&liee does throughout the book (for instance, agepl5), various scientific re-
search strategies. Chapter Five touches upohjacuhat is of special interest to Dr. Vallees tituman reaction to the UFO
“event”. Chapter Six presents the outlines ofi&&b original classification scheme for UFO repphis “Type 1l Sightings” of
“cloud cigars” apparently generating UFOs will asguparticular importance in his early thinking be subject. The last chapter
presents various “Theories and Hypotheses” madwgdilible researchers on the origin of the percaptioThis last has a certain
historical interest in itself, as well as presegittiews that may be unfamiliar to many, but ark, stiter 40 years of ufological study
and debate, worthy of consideration.

Along the way, Vallee makes numerous points thaedes note. On page 28 he takes on a portiormdfJdng’s thinking that has
been latched onto by debunkers ever since -- tiemthat the public generates and propagates UWiRr@rs as a way of releasing
psychological tensions. This “is denied by theeaize of correlation between important periodsifrest in science fiction and
peaks of UFO activity.” On page 32 Vallee appties “Principle of Least Effort” to explain the ntahlaziness possibly behind
both uncritical acceptance of any UFO theory tlmehes down the pike, on the one hand, and the larke-gaction of debunkers to
any UFO report as “It can't be, therefore it isn’t”
There seems to be a natural tendency among sorm@gto attribute to some sort of intelligence aayunal phenomenon
they are not yet able to understand. An oppasiknation is found among people who will attribugverything to illu-
sion and the imagination of the observer. ... Ieisslexpensive and much easier to accept any pheoomes do not un-
derstand as either the indication of some unkndaeqcult” power, such as a divine or intelligent migestation, or as a
pure hallucination than to undertake objective eash.
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One fascinating fact that comes out of this boakésprovinciality of U.S. UFO studies. | think&J ufology is nowadays more in-
ternationally aware through media attention andravpd communications — we see Mexican videos peédlg and everyone is
familiar with “The KGB UFO files”, for instance.Vallee makes the rather dramatic statement that dig&tings (at least up to
1965) are generally less interesting than thoseereégkbwhere (p. 41), a remark that he backs umga 83 by saying that the 1952
Washington D.C. sightings would be considered “sda@te”! He also notes that descriptions by Enenmitnesses are generally
more detailed than those made by Americans (p—%2) interesting factoid, if true.

Dr. Vallee packs a lot into ten pages of his “Thge8tific Problem” Chapter Four. Page 78 taksaeswith the Air Force’s conclu-
sion that UFOs pose no threat because they havengi evidence of hostility; on that and the follogvpage he tackles the “why is
there no physical evidence” question. Here Valleaswer is dear to my heart as a Quality Comstitedent — he thinks the supposed
aliens have likely solved “all problems of hardweegability.” Of course, many ufologists contetiht since 1947 theiis such
evidence, but that it's been successfully sequedtly security forces across the globe. Pageig§ests “This is a new occasion
for us to wonder if logicians do not restrict &ldittoo much our area of responsibility when thsly as to disregard our emotions and
block our imaginations to the bare facts, and ®esgerything through a microscope with the mind afachine.” Here Vallee ad-
duces something from his own peculiar area of gtten data processing; his computers perform thedd, unemotional part of his
work, but his imagination and emotional mind fratine questions and interpret the answers from thgoted statistics. By the
way, this is how technical specialists resolve iparoblems, detectives solve cases, and histeganstruct their pictures of past
societies.

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Air Force colonel reports lights 'not of this world'

Snaps images above Arkansas: 'l have no idea whatey were'

In the wake of reports of unidentified objectsirilyiover Chi-
cago's O'Hare Airport, a retired Air Force piloshas own mystery with a
rash of bright, colorful lights he photographed &drg in skies over west-
ern Arkansas last week.

"l believe these lights were not of this world, drfdel a duty and
responsibility to come forward," Col. Brian Fielddd WND. "I have no
idea what they were."

Fields, 61, was cooking chicken at his Van Burerk,. Ahome
Jan. 9 when just before 7 p.m., he observed tvemsaly bright lights as
he looked to the southeast close to the horizon.

"At first | thought they were landing lights from aircraft," he said. "As | continued to observentithey began to slowly
disappear, then suddenly one reappeared, followeddy then three. On at least one occasion fotiverappeared. Each time
they would slowly fade and eventually disappeats Diccurred several times and when they would reaphey might do so in
differing numbers and in different positions, soimes in a triangular shape, sometimes stackedwnbfteach other, sometimes
line abreast, etc. When the objects appeared tight stay illuminated 10 or more minutes."

Fields' wife thought the lights may have been gtbbased, but Fields says he's certain they welberaie. The retired
colonel spent close to 32 years in the militaryinfj F-16s as a member of the 188th Fighter WinthefArkansas Air National
Guard.

"I'm certain it wasn't an aircraft [from Earth]did Fields, who also ruled out the possibility lefés, saying they didn't
descend like flares typically do. "It's not anythinever had any experience with . ... They weraes&ind of energy or something."

Fields grabbed his Canon digital camera with 6 npégel resolution to document what he and his wiére seeing, and
shapped numerous images of the mysterious ligttievappeared white, yellow and orange.

He says the phenomenon lasted an hour and 15 mijrarid local news agencies have not publishedoaidoast any re-
ports of what the couple witnessed. WND surveyedllpolice and sheriffs agencies, as well as Fbéffée, a decommissioned
Army base in the region, and no one reported angthut of the ordinary.

"l just can't imagine other people didn't seekiglds said, noting they appeared at 5 to 10 degabeve the horizon.

Earlier this month, the Chicago Tribune reportedk&os for United Air Lines said they saw a flyirguser-like object
hovering "low over O'Hare International Airport feeveral minutes before bolting through thick clewdth such intense energy
that it left an eerie hole in overcast skies."

That Nov. 7 sighting took place just before surdetut 4:30 p.m.

According to Tribune columnist Jon Hilkevitch, "Alle witnesses said the object was dark gray aticiegned in the
overcast skies. They said the craft, estimatediffgreint accounts to be 6 feet to 24 feet in dia@nedid not display any lights.

"Some said it looked like a rotating Frisbee, winileers said it did not appear to be spinning.aglieed the object made
no noise and it was at a fixed position in the $lkgt below the 1,900-foot cloud deck, until shogtoff into the clouds."

When interviewed on National Public Radio aboutdtory, Hilkevitch indicated the event was anything a hoax.

"That's what impressed me about this. All aviafioofessionals, very credible sources and they amng serious,"
Hilkevitch said. "They are not saying what they saas a, you know, a spaceship from another pléuett was unidentified, it
was in restricted airspace, and they were concdrneta safety standpoint. That if this was sonrghian-made, they needed to
get it out of there because they were having bligiytfoperations in the early evening hours."

Back in Arkansas, Col. Fields, who says he's agithri who has not been a believer in alien lifenf®from other planets,
speculated what he saw could possibly be relatati¢@nt texts from the Bible.

One of them is Luke 21:11, where Jesus discusgas ef the End Times, stating, "And great earthgaahall be in di-
vers places, and famines, and pestilences; anfiifesaghts and great signs shall there be from aeav

Another is even more ancient, going back to the tiNoah's flood.

"That the sons of God saw the daughters of merthlegtwere fair; and they took them wives of aliieththey chose. ...
There were giants in the earth in those days; &wladter that, when the sons of God came in ureadughters of men, and they
bare children to them, the same became mighty niéechwere of old, men of renown." (Genesis 6:2-4)
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These Old Testament verses have been enigmatiefuries, but many Christians believe they refex time in antig-
uity when spirit beings, perhaps angels in rebeligainst God, visited Earth and had sexual relatwith human women, produc-
ing "giants," which is translated from the Hebreard/"Nephilim," which some scholars say is bettenslated as "fallen ones."

"l believe it's prophetic, something to do with whdappening in the Middle East today," said Feltf this is some kind
of event with visitation, it's entirely possible.Héh the anti-Christ comes into power, it's not gdmbe something we expect. The
deception that is going to be attached to it isigao be so powerful, you're gonna have to go agaiwur reason to reject it."

While Fields cannot be certain of what it was h&,d& wants to tell people not to be deceived.

"Be awake, be mindful you can be deceived," he.$didere are things that can shake our world."
