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THE CIA BREAKS ITS SILENCE ON UFOs

In the summer of 1997, the private UFO communitg tging to come to grips with two huge, poorlyulybt out reports
issued by the U.S. Air Force. They constitutedlésperate attempt to deal with the growing pubtierest in the Roswell crash
which resulted from stories of unusual wreckage eweh alien bodies said to have been discoveredaicHly spirited away.

The Central Intelligence Agency chose this timend decades of silence on the subject with its jpeorly reasoned re-
port. This one did little more than challenge #ieForce’s unwanted leadership in the race to tamtionally raise the stature of
UFOs. While clearly intended to do away with thibject, in reality it did quite the opposite.

For several decades, the CIA had insisted thahitg official involvement with UFOs was sponsorshbifthe three-day
“Robertson Panel” meeting of scientists in Janua®p3. Even when faced with declassified copie$saiwn documents showing
it had been involved in the UFO mystery from 198@tigh at least the mid-1970's, the CIA refuseudge from its public posi-
tion.

It was only after a nervy flying saucer fan pulllichallenged CIA Director James Woolsey to look ints agency's UFO
activities that it began to admit to its long-tenterest. The first 1997 semiannual unclassifiditien of the CIA's "Studies in In-
telligence", published in June of that year, inelsi@dn article by Gerald Haines, historian of thédwal Reconnaissance Office, an
even more secretive organization which controlsssigllites. Entitled, "CIA's Role in the StudylWifOs, 1947-90", it covered
only slightly more than what was already known tlgio long-declassified documents.

Then it stumbled badly, adding a highly imaginatiaegle of the alleged connection between sightirids.S. Air Force
spy planes (Lockheed U-2s and SR-71s) and UFOsording to the CIA, over half of all officially-recded reports of UFO
sightings from the mid-1950's through the end @jéut Blue Book in late 1969 were merely innoceitidentifications of these
spy planes. It then "admitted" that it had corepiwith the staff of the Air Force's Project Bluedk UFO investigation to cover
up all these sightings of secret spy planes byodishtly labeling several thousand of them "miragésg crystals" and other at-
mospheric phenomena.

Much of historian Haines' information apparentlyneafrom a censored and only recently declassifiédstudy of U-2
operations (The Central Intelligence Agency andr@sad Reconnaissance: The U-2 and OXCART Progra®agl-1974, by
Gregory W. Pedlow and Donald E. Welzenbach), arglnepeated without question or qualification. Wik is forced to shoul-
der part of the blame for some egregious errors,must have sympathy for any historian forced tokwethin the constraints of
such secrecy-obsessed organizations.

Shortcomings of the “Spy Plane” Explanation

1. There is the flatly incorrect statement that idmately after the first test flight of the protpeyLockheed U-2 spy plane
on August 4, 1955, there was "a large increaseH® Sightings"”, which the CIA presumably felt supedrits claim of a direct,
cause-and-effect relationship. Since the CIA latinitted it used the data from files of the USAFtsject Blue Book UFO inves-
tigation, it has no excuse for its atrocious ariim

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The Project Blue Book files, now in the U.S. NatibArchives, clearly show that there was a sigaificdecrease in the
number of sightings reported during the month imiatedly following the first U-2 flight, as compar&dth the month before: down
from 89 to 67. And there even was a small decrgmsightings when six-month periods are compagedn from 326 to 316.

2. Both the subsonic U-2 and the later Mach=3+ $MB{ackbird were meant for just one type of operadi flying:
straight-and-level at altitudes well over 70,008tfédor many hours at a stretch. Under such cmdif they are invisible to the
naked eye from the ground. Far larger jumbo arrflying at half that altitude are noticeable mhaivhen they are leaving con-
densation trails. Even if the spy planes coulddxn, they would appear not as discs or ovalstarsp, as witnesses reported, but
as long, slender airplanes (U-2), and long, oddpgd airplanes (SR-71).

About the only times such airplanes can be sedlight are (1) during take-offs and landings atlzises which are as far
removed from prying eyes as possible; and (2)ratheiws when there is no question about what ipéwpg.

3. Among the distinguishing and especially bafflaf@racteristics reported for UFOs are their oftedibed violent ma-
neuvers, such as right-angle turns at high spéedg avith their ability to achieve shocking accelion after prolonged and silent
hovering or slow flight. For a U-2 pilot at highitude, even level flight is a real challenge, adany maneuvering must be done
very cautiously. For an SR-71 at high speed agH Altitude, a simple 180° turn requires close@0 thiles to complete. The en-
tire turn, therefore, cannot be seen from any sifgtation on earth.

As for great acceleration, no known type of airplaan increase or decrease its speed in flighasidly that it is more
than just barely apparent to the outside obserVéis is true even when the maneuvers create g@4diat are great enough to
cause considerable discomfort for the crew andpaisgengers.

4. The CIA doesn't even attempt to explain the G+O@ports filed with the Air Force of UFOs thatreseen before the
first 500mph U-2 flew in 1955. Nor those and mamypdreds more seen to fly at great speed beforrsh@redecessor of the
SR-71 flew in 1962. Nor, for that matter, all teddFOs that have been radar-tracked at more tleaB8Rh71's presumed top speed
of 2,500-2,700 mph. Or all the reports of solitaryformations of UFOs flying faster than Mach=Zpbthe continental USA,
which is permitted only under special circumstances

5. The CIA claims that it conspired with the staffiProject Blue Book to hide the spy-plane naturhatf the 9,000 UFO
reports made between 1955 and 1969 by calling titesoure atmospheric phenomena. Had that beenadodescribed, some
four-and-a-half thousand reports now in the permtaReoject Blue Book files in the National Archiwesuld be so labeled. In
fact, such explanations (justified or not) can twenid on fewer than 100 reports for that period.

Obviously, anything that appears to be a highly enaerable, disc-shaped or oval object which dispdsiking maneu-
verability and/or acceleration cannot possibly eisidentified U-2 or SR-71, despite the extravagdasims of the CIA. Nor, ex-
cept in extremely rare instances, can it be icetaty or images shifted by mirages, neither of widisplay high speed, sharp ma-
neuvers, distinct shapes or well-kept formatioN®r can any image shifted by a mirage be seen thare2/3 of one degree above
or below the observer’s horizon; hence there camdbguch thing as a “high-altitude” or “overheadtage.

Puzzling CIA Reports of UFOs

It is a shame that the long-delayed, but neversiselelcome admission by the CIA of its decadesF®lhterest and ac-
tivity had to be soiled by this inclusion of badammation. It should have been obvious to everyiomelved that not even the
most extreme exaggeration of U-2 and SR-71 appearand performance could explain a half dozergltste several thousand
UFO reports, including these examples containddrig-declassified CIA documents:

1. In a Sept. 21, 1957, memorandum from HerberviBedr. (Assistant Director of the CIA for Sciéit Intelligence),
to the Acting Director of the CIA, is this UFO rapof the previous day:

"As reported by components of the U.S. Air Defe@senmand, an unidentified flying object (UFO) waacked by U.S.
radars on a relatively straight course from théezagip of Long Island to the vicinity of Buffa[@bout 400 miles]. The object
was reportedly moving westward at an altitude @080 feet and speed of 2,000 kts. (2,300 mphjnriiag' was reported by sev-
eral radars in this vicinity and as far westwardCagago."

While the accompanying information suggests Soewilhs leaning toward some kind of weather phenomeasan ex-
planation, the straight course and apparently gtepded make that highly unlikely. Moreover, thmining (not coincidental me-
chanical failure) of several radars would havedeehbeen an amazing coincidence for this to haea bienply freak weather.
While the CIA had already discounted Soviet misséad aircraft as the source of the UFO, apparetitigr aircraft were still be-
ing considered. This, despite the speed of the WH@h was more than four times that of a U-2 amate than double the exist-
ing World Air Speed Record. The first flight oftiprototype of the Mach=3+ SR-71 was still five ngeia the future.

2. In a 1964 memorandum for the CIA's AssistaneEtior for Special Activities, from Donald Chambar|ahe CIA's
Assistant Director for Scientific Intelligence:

"Relative to the incident during the evening ofNl@ember (1964), the pilot of the U.S. Navy F-8@i(&ir Il jet fighter)
was able to distinguish the object as a delta shhpeat the size of a jet fighter, reported it agi@much higher performance, and
estimated object speed to be in excess of Mach0B@2mph). The (censored) reported a radar traekéess of 3500 kts. (4,000
mph).”
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Whoever decided there had been a sudden increafeQrreports following the first flight of a U-2 waeither guessing
or lying. He or she could not have gotten thigrfritie Air Force records, which the CIA admits usiéghoever decided that thou-
sands of UFO reports had been purposely mis-exglaais obscure atmospheric phenomena was beingmuarehcreative than
honest.

Not even the most misguided CIA employee could imaghat thousands of public spirited Americareeitis could look
at airplanes flying in a straight line, more thahriles in the sky, and think they were seeingdasiiny silvery discs performing
spectacular maneuvers.

But if the 4,500 or so sightings can’t be explaiasddd atmospheric phenomena, nor as once-spyrplases, what did
the witnesses see? How many of them should legji¢iiy be classed as “unexplained”? And sinceigimétan explanation, what
were they?

The cover-up has gone on so long and has involvedasy politicians that any immediate releasegslgiunlikely. The
most likely scenario of disclosure, other than aftright alien invasion, will be some leaks madetiyh the groups trying to use
radio telescopes to pick up signals, because amuacement that a signal had been received fromig located at a safe distance
from earth, would have very little effect on theopkes of earth. Then the process of releasing modemore information over a
period of years would ensure that no one wouldrggbuble for their past misdeeds.

Most of the UFO sightings in France thateviFequently reported in
the various newspapers and by French Gendarmem(gbPolice) could be
plotted along the straight lines indicating a griork or a logical surveillance
pattern. Michel, a mathematician, realized thaight lines between multi-
ple UFO sightings were not a coincidence but regaresi an intelligence
conducting a logical surveillance and perhaps mappf France.

Frequently at the intersection of shight lines were the huge, cloud cigar Mothigsskaunching and recovering smaller
glowing or metallic disks. It was logical to assuthese were a type of aircraft carriers conduatiiijary like operations over one
of the world's nuclear capable countries. Som# w@uld hover over key nuclear military facilitiésr hours until French Fighter
aircraft were launched to chase them away.

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Alpha Centauri Should Harbor Detectable, Earth-like Planets

ScienceDaily (Mar. 7, 2008)

A rocky planet similar to Earth may be orbiting afeour nearest stellar neighbors and could bectledausing existing
techniques, according to a new study led by asimams at the University of California, Santa Cruz.

The closest stars to our Sun are in the threesgtdem called Alpha Centauri, a popular destindtomnterstellar travel
in works of science fiction. UCSC graduate studiaviera Guedes used computer simulations of pfanaation to show that
terrestrial planets are likely to have formed anbthre star Alpha Centauri B and to be orbitinghia thabitable zone" where lig-
uid water can exist on the planet's surface. Theaiehers then showed that such planets coulddmeaa using a dedicated
telescope.

"If they exist, we can observe them," said Gueudds, is the first author of a paper describing tew findings. The pa-
per has been accepted for publication by the Abirsipal Journal.

Coauthor Gregory Laughlin, professor of astronomy astrophysics at UCSC, said a number of factomserge to
make Alpha Centauri B an excellent candidate fudifig terrestrial planets. The Doppler detectiothmoeé, which has revealed
the majority of the 228 known extrasolar planetsasures shifts in the light from a star to deteettiny wobble induced by the
gravitational tug of an orbiting planet. Factorattfavor the use of this technique for Alpha CentBunclude the brightness of
the star and its position in the sky, which gives long period of observability each year from Smuthern Hemisphere, Laugh-
lin said.

Detecting small, rocky planets the size of Eartthiallenging, however, because they induce a velgtsmall wobble in
their host stars. According to Laughlin, five yeaf®bservations using a dedicated telescope woeildeeded to detect an Earth-
like planet around Alpha Centauri B.

Coauthor Debra Fischer of San Francisco State sityas leading an observational program to inieglg monitor
Alpha Centauri A and B using the 1.5-meter telescaipthe Cerro Tololo Inter-American ObservatorZhile. The researchers
hope to detect real planets similar to the onetseimerged in the computer simulations.

"l think the planets are there, and it's worthyatdrhave a look," Laughlin said.

To study planet formation around Alpha Centauritig, team ran repeated computer simulations, evplvie system for
the equivalent of 200 million years each time. Bseaof variations in the initial conditions, eaghwdation led to the formation
of a different planetary system. In every case,év@x, a system of multiple planets evolved witkeast one planet about the size
of Earth. In many cases, the simulated planetsohiits lying within the habitable zone of the star.

In addition to Guedes, Laughlin, and Fischer, tithars of the paper include UCSC postdoctoral rebea Eugenio
Rivera and graduate student Erica Davis, and Elisatana of the SETI Institute. This research waspsrted by NASA and the
National Science Foundation.

LAW OFFICER TRACKED TEXAS UFO SPEED WITH RADAR DEVI CE

A Stephenville, Texas, area law enforcement offarepatrol Jan. 8, 2008, used his police radarcgefar tracking speed-
ers to measure the speed of a huge unidentifiegtolyj the sky.

"l had to swivel my radar head up into the sky. Ahkdiew | got a good hit on it. It showed 27 mifger hour and was ac-
celerating slowly."

This aspect of the observation of a UFO by seymzate officers and dozens of citizens was repdfi@aeh 30 on Ste-
phenvilleLights.com by journalist and radio statimews director Angelia Joiner.

Joiner had previously reported that more than dfieeo captured images of an unidentified objecthia sky on the video
cameras mounted on patrol car dashboards.

In this new report by an officer who requestedaimain anonymous because of his professional datiésesponsibilities,
Joiner reports that, "He said he was unable tatipadhis dash cam in a way that video footage ctweldaken, but he did manage
to lock it in on radar."
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ANONYMOUS OFFICER X

Joiner calls this public safety officer as "Officér' He did not step forward when he first spotéeluge object over Ste-
phenville Jan. 8.

However, he casually mentioned it to other officénien read reports in the local newspaper, thehgteville Empire-
Tribune, by Joiner who was then a reporter at Hyep

"I want people to know that the citizens are tgllthe truth," Officer X told Joiner.

"They're not lying," he said. "They are telling tieth. There was something there. | think it’saklg. It has a stealth ca-
pability. | think it can change colors with the skywas as dark as the sky until it lit up."

He confirms that several other local officers alstmessed the craft.

Referring to a diagram of the craft based on ola@ms by officers and recently made public, Offi¥etold Joiner, "The
diagram | did shows 400 feet [from wing tip to witig], but looking back, | think it was larger, ntsybetween 500 and 600 feet."

In the diagram the craft was described as a somefl@h@ctagonal shape with raised portions onttigeand bottom.
Various light configurations with different colordights were observed by the officer.

When he first observed it, the craft was hovering horizontal position. It was approximately 1600 feet off the
ground, based on reports of other officers.

The officer said, "My estimate is the object waswtha half mile away at the most. At first, | thbtigt was a big aircraft,
but then | realized it was hovering. | then thoughm aircraft that size doesn't hover.™

Joiner quotes him as saying, "It started out haitizlp went up to the left at 30 to 40 degrees, stofdped for about five
seconds. Then it went slowly vertical. It took abanother five seconds to do this; then it slowlyved away to the northwest. It
was one big craft.”

The object eventually slowly moved away from thicef's position, remaining at a low altitude, dre@dlwas no longer
able to observe it because it went behind tree dopshe was required to respond to an unrelatédadfpolice call.

NEWS MEDIA, TEXAS AND ARIZONA INCIDENTS

According to Joiner, the officer began to think mabout discussing what he had seen after readiotea in the Em-
pire-Tribune about witness reports of an unidegdifobject.

The first of a series of articles, written by Joingas published in the paper Jan. 10.

Upon learning that other officers were talking abibLhe contacted them. One officer was Erath @p@onstable Lee

associates. Some spoke confidentially and off-doend with Joiner.

When the Associated Press picked up the storyr athgor regional, national and international prompadcast and TV
cable news organizations reported professionallihersituation in Stephenville and Erath County.

As Joiner points out in her March 30 article, ti@sulted in the evaluation by many that the Steplercase is the most
significant public UFO case since the so-calledg#ttix Lights" incident March 13, 1997.

In that case, although some witnesses saw only liglgs in an apparent shape, hundreds or thousafnather Arizonans
reportedly saw a huge V-shaped or boomerang-shaigedt.

According to witnesses, it cruised slowly and dileat low altitude over rural Arizona and metrojparh Phoenix in the
early evening in a southeasterly direction.

As others concluded from the Phoenix Lights cagBcé X in Texas stated, "l think what we saw wedhto be seen."

Another similarity: People considering the Phoearixl Stephenville cases wondered if these craft a@vanced U.S.
technology of some kind, maybe from classifiedlfaes in the Southwest.

Officer X told Joiner that he and another officaitially felt that the object was military.
