CMS continues to amass sighting reports from ardgbadylobe. In June 2007 there were 213 sightiagented to MUFON
through CMS of which 174 were from the US. Of thek4 were from Michigan. Most impressively thesere 9 Landings,
Hovering, or Takeoffs reported and 10 Entities obse worldwide.

In July 2007 there were 198 sightings reported tdH@N through CMS of which 150 were from the US. tkidse, 12 were
from Michigan. Most impressively there were 9 Lanys, Hovering, or Takeoffs reported and 12 Ergitbserved worldwide.

Every discipline that strives to be taken seriouslthe academic world requires a forum where iggmtines of thought and research
can be presented after peer review, and debatbe &ighest levels by its leading thinker§he Journal of UFO StudiegJUFOSfor
short) serves as that intellectual playing fieldgd @ometimes battleground, at least for the Urfdtdes (and, to read a recent French-
language review, it sets a standard of excelleocéhe world). It may be observed that only Jearnal of ScientificExplorationoc-
cupies a similar position in the field of reseaofranomalies. The Journal of UFO Studiesvolumes average over 170 pages, and
cover numerous aspects of the ufological specthuhwith an emphasis on the scientific approachuthors not only present their
conclusions, but also their methodologies, datastatistics, being careful to provide references It estimates of uncertainty where
possible. Learned readers may follow the mathiealadr scholarly reasoning themselves; they ateasked to take statements on
faith. Yet for most of the rest of us, those efwho are not numbers whizzes or psychology majbis,series will also prove valu-
able on numerous levels. This review will attetgptecount some of those.

The topic of UFO abductions, besides its dominarfidéolume 1lvia the “Issues Forum”, generates about twenty agjclesearch
notes, and book reviews. Contributors include ®dHadpkins, David M. Jacobs, John Carpenter, ThdBudigird, Leo Sprinkle, Ken-
neth Ring, David Gotlib, Mark Rodeghier and Stugppelle. The last three on this list teamed witiluctee Georgia Flamburis to
develop the Ethics Code for Abduction Experiencesitigation and Treatment as an outgrowth of thieTMconference on abduc-
tions; the Code is presented in Volume 5 (199B)illard’s three articles “Hypnosis and UFO Abduns8oA Troubled Relation-

ship” (Vol. 1); “Folkloric Dimensions of the UFO Bhomenon” (Volume 3 — 1991); and “False Memories @RO Abduc-

tions” (Vol. 8 — 2003), contain probably the moshdable scholarly writing to-date in that arena, stmould rank as milestone contri-
butions to that many-faceted and troubled subjddichael Swords has contributed 5 articles, aasdenote, plus 5 book and two
literary reviews over the course of the seriegddition to his editorship of the first fiddJEOSvolumes. Swords’ main interests
here center on the Extraterrestrial HypothesisStidnce, as well as the history of ufology in theted States through the University
of Colorado UFO Project and the end of Project Boek, but he also has something to say in a Vol@8rResearch Note on the soil
analysis of the Delphos, Kansas, CElI.

Delphos soil analysis is also covered in an artigleErol Faruk in Volume 1, and a new analysis bylis Budinger in Volume 6.
Budinger and another researcher also have articléAngel Hair".

In fact, mostJUFOSarticles reflect the scientific method of presegtand testing hypotheses, or carefully collectind quantifying

data to develop explanations. Thus, abducteegtaidstories may be studied by surveys; the tesull not please those skeptics
who claim abductees are psychologically distinotfrregular folks”, but some of the findings wilkliroubling for those who want to
see event-level “proof’ of abductions in the sanssnef abductee stories or the genuineness withhwthiose stories are recounted;
and hypnosis as a method of “proving” the realityabductions suffers a mortal blow. Besides tledpbos incident, the Ubatuba
metal fragments and Trans-en-Provence CEIl casesveearticles, there are articles on geophysieshmeters and UFO sightings,
and four photographic analyses, including two comee with the STS-48 Space Shuttle videos. Th&aBtMichalak (Falcon Lake)

discussed in the Condon Report.

The literature and book reviews extend the valudn@dUFOSseries. Besides a Volume 7 (2000) review ofmeaeduction litera-
ture by Thomas Bullard, Michael Swords has litematteviews in Volume 5 (1994) of SETI/ETI and UF@ris on the one hand,
and crop circles literature on the other. Twoeatoadditional of the best and/or most importantke@inceJUFOSs inception are
evaluated in separate book reviews, by Ron WestReter M. Rojcewicz, Richard Haines, and othersddition to Swords, Mark
Rodeghier, Stuart Appelle, and Bullard. The dreele of Swords’ review of Edward J. Ruppeltise Reporton UnidentifiedFly-
ing Objects Charles Emmons’ “take” ofihe GodsHaveLanded edited by James R. Lewis, and David Jacobs'rtreat of Steven
Dick’s The Biological Universeas well as Richard Hall's presentation of Johhugssler'sThe CashLandrumUFQ Incident have
affected my plans towards covering those works thirséuture.

So far | have sketched out the vast territorialagge ofThe Journal of UFO Studies— nearly 1600 pages of top-level articles on
many of the most pressing and interesting subjeaifology — but | have not provided much sens#hefflavor of the essays or their
impact upon the subject, or why | believe that ar@yaho has more than a hobbyist's interest in gfplteeds to read these volumes.
Having finished the easy first part of my reviewyill now venture into the deep waters of the secpartion. My course will be to
concentrate upon the initial, and the most curresiymes in the series, along the way adding avigwettes from the intervening
issues.

The 1989 volume that begins thgFOSseries focuses on abductions, mostly by way dgeses Forum, which brings together the
talents and opinions of leading researchers idi¢he:  Although not part of the Forum, Thomas IBrd provides the first treatment
of the abduction subject with his “Hypnosis and URGductions: A Troubled Relationship”. To resdathe value of hypnosis as
applied to abduction research, Bullard compareduetion stories obtained by hypnosis with thoseegated from natural recall; the
findings of different investigators whose “slantsi abduction vary widely; and also accounts froealt abductee claimants with
stories made up by hypnotized non-abductees. aidl findings are that the form and content ofwatidn stories seem independ-
ent of hypnosis. The same key story traits agggbaith similar frequency among hypnotized and hgprotized abductee reports,
the beliefs and personalities of investigating rotsts showed little influence on the frequenciéshe story elements, and “real”
abductees tell more coherent stories than do ndoetbes. These findings indicate that hypnosimaibe tasked with creating
abductions as its critics have claimed, and thadra of experience seems necessary for the formafiabduction stories — though
the value of hypnosis in recovering “true” fact®abthe experience is problematic.

The Issues Forum on UFO Abductions has two “Rounfadiowing a framing introduction by Michael Sward In Round One each
of six experts provides a concise review of thaidihgs and points of view on the subject, with &#adding a commentary on
some of the methodological issues involved. RoAeBaker, Peter M. Rojcewicz, Stuart Appelle, Dmbnderi, Hilary Evans, and
Jean Mundy are the co-contributors in both Routedg]jing off in the first with their position papersRound Two allows the pri-
mary discussants the opportunity to rebut the saimhde by their colleagues, and to insert additioregerial into the intellectual
fray. There is wide coverage of the abductiomimmi spectrum here, although, as Stuart Appellearksiin his Round Two article
“Reactions to the Abductions Forum Co-Contributdt® comments ran the gamut from unabashed dishbelibe conviction that a
definitive conclusion is premature, and Mike Swoadkls that two proponents of the ET hypothesisdwded to participate but
subsequently dropped out due to other commitmerRsints of agreement among the authors in thisifiarould include that ab-
duction studies to-date would have benefited fromaae rigorous, scientific approach, and that thi@ext is a serious one. The
views diverge as to whether the subject does inmfeit further research. “Hard-liner” Robert Baker seems to resort to emotion
and typical CSI (formerly CSICOP) techniques toigeate the claims as “nothing other than a behaviaberration, i.e., a fantasy, a
delusion, or a hallucination” ... [u]ntil better anabre persuasive evidence is forthcoming.” (Volumg@dge 143). One wonders
whether Baker would read any of the evidence thduetees are more “normal” than he suggests Heaecan be found in the later
JUFOSissues. At the close of the Forum Richard Hapreposes a “Three Stage Technique” for hypnosish believes reduces
the possibility of leading or otherwise biasing thigness while under hypnosis, a step towards bettestigation of the subject.

Unfair it
may in fact be, and the unfairness may be heighteneur eyes by the importance we attach to théest (after all, the presence of
extraterrestrial or other poorly-known intelligesagperating upon our globe — and upon our peopt&rtainly seems more momen-
tous to us than how the Greek city state came téobexample). But the scholarly community cereénts therein often behave,
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well, in an unscholarly way at times, whatever slibject, and we should expect more of this treatmemyarding a “borderline sci-
ence” field like ufology.

3. Abduction investigators bring an agenda to thelmtionship with claimants, and guide subjectslengliant by hypnosis
to imagine the story these investigators want &r he
While we all are aware of cases and data thataiy at the broad generalizations just statedpdit is that many, perhaps a ma-
jority, of reported abduction cases are liablettacks based upon these propositions.

In his Volume 7 (2000) literature review Bullarddadthat “All of these explanatory elements haveeappd before, but never have
skeptics applied theory so effectively to realityn this flexible, wide-ranging solution, the aoth have succeeded better than any
predecessor in defining step by step the conveaitiorechanism that creates, propagates, and lendgstency to this fantastic
story.” (page 104), and “we all owe a debt of bedigrratitude to Randle, Estes, and Cone. Eitier have essentially solved the
mystery of UFO abductions, or they have provideslkitk in the seat needed to stir ufologists outeir trenches and into a more
disciplined attack on the phenomenon.” (page 106).

In the next volume of th@UFOSseries, Bullard comes back with “False Memoried RO Abductions” (Volume 8, 2003), cover-
ing many of the most recent psychological studiesiloductees, other groups of people reporting akiegemely anomalous experi-
ences, and the false memory syndrome. Bullardlades that, despite some equivocal data, “as @pgabduction experiencers do
not appear to enter the territory of serious distace that many of these comparison groups ocaigage 142) — and “This psycho-
logical distinction draws perhaps the most unequavpartition between abduction experiencers ahdratlaimants accused of false
memory.” (page 150).

Fermi's Paradox and the Preparation for Contact Hymthesis

By Bernard Haisch, Ph.D.

There are at least 100 billion, and perhaps as rma®00 billion, stars in our Milky Way Galaxy. C8agan once said:
"There may be a million worlds in the Milky Way @ay alone which are at this moment inhabited bgoihtelligent be-
ings" (Cosmos, episode XI). A recent study of savieundred solar-like stars shows signatures ofjneements in their spectra
from which one can infer that material to form Bdike planets should be abundant. Astronomer NarMarray of the Univer-
sity of of habitable planets around solar-like staroves to be less likely than that, one migheekghere to be at least a few other
civilizations in the Galaxy. If that is the casegacan draw the conclusion statistically that wtEsilizations tend to extinguish
themselves once they discover sufficient technotogyo so, most alien civilizations would be olded more technologically ad-
vanced than we are. It can then pretty easily Torogported at the 2001 AAAS meeting that: "Therevidence that there is ter-
restrial-type material orbiting most of the starghe solar neighborhood. So, the implicationhii$ tresult holds up, is that there are
Earth-like bodies in orbit around most of the starsur galaxy." Even if this turns out to be oyesptimistic and the formation be
argued that a few million years would suffice fack an advanced civilization to spread across taxg even at sublight speed
by colonizing habitable planets, eventually sendinggsecond waves of colonization from those pkrtben third waves, etc. As-
tronomer lan Crawford recently wrote about thiSaientific American. His diffusion model leads fall' galactic colonization™ in
5 to 50 million years (Sci. Am., Nov. 2000, p. 8 small fraction of the age of the Galaxy. Natyrtiis all assumes human-like
behaviour and motivation. The bottom line is ttiaven only a few alien civilizations have arisarthe 10 billion or so year his-
tory of our Galaxy, most of the habitable partshef Galaxy would likely be colonized by now.

The famous physicist, Enrico Fermi, was referrimgiich an argument when he asked: "Where are tiggee he was a
prominent (and very smart) scientist, his simplegjion has been given a duly profound name: Feparadox. The paradox is
resolved, of course, if the answer is: "Well, tlaeg already here!" (and possibly have been fomaleag time and perhaps have
even been involved in the rather sudden emergettenoo sapiens sapiens, but that may be over thestoignore that last con-
jecture if it is too much, though | seem to retiadlt even Sagan considered that possibility at qpong). Their being here -- but
surreptitiously -- would answer Fermi and at thesadime address a second common objection to ti@ pHenomenon by scien-
tists: that the observations indicate such utteolysensical, bizarre behaviour that it just cowtipossibly be real. Intelligent visi-
tors just would not pull such disreputable antishave been reported.

Between 1969 and 1972 astronauts visited the mbouatawice per year and, while there, did mostlyafa from a few
astronaut shenanigans) reasonable and rationgktHiat one would expect an intelligent alien obseto recognize as scientific
exploration. The nature of the reported UFO sigjgtiand encounters, on the contrary, does not tefledkind of purposeful be-
havior that we terrestrial scientists would exdemtn our extraterrestrial colleagues. By some edi® over a million UFO events
have been witnessed. Even if one discounts 90 peasemisperceptions or hoaxes, that leaves famtnty events to attribute to
the kind of careful, sophisticated, efficient, higdth exploration we scientists would expect fram alien counterparts, especially
ones who would necessarily be more advanced tharevis have gotten here in the first place. Intamy the kinds of objects
sighted range from little floating things the safea baseball to giant lighted craft bigger thastadium (yes), again posing incredi-
ble inconsistencies.
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It is tempting to argue, as some do, that sinceviitors are not behaving like proper alien exetsr there are no visi-
tors in the first place. (For some reason thisddgings to mind Galileo attempting to get the @aaits to look through his tele-
scope.) To counter this argument, | would likeuggest one possible rationale that might, in ppilecat least (no real world
guarantees), account for the widespread, disjoidt & behavior that the UFO phenomenon has maeiflesver 50 years. The
reason for proposing this "preparation for contagiothesis" (which is certainly no original ideansihe) is simply to facilitate a
"suspension of disbelief" so that the UFO eviderare be confronted on its own terms without the mdenaadblock that the phe-
nomenon violates all common sense, or more prgdiselcommon sense of modern western society, et the scientific
community in particular, and hence cannot be real.

The discovery and open recognition that alien te{egpecially more advanced than we) exist andhiegtare already
here would be a fundamental turning point in ckégtion. That revelation would constitute a one-tpphase transition in human
knowledge like that from ice to water. The socisighificance of initial contact seems to me tdrimésputable, and it is only less
indisputable by epsilon that whoever or whateveytare (if indeed they are here) they are well avedithe consequences of
initial contact, since unless they happened tdbditst civilization in the universe, they musvhagone through initial contact
once themselves. (And even the first civilizatioowd have seen the effect of initial contact onthen)

The working hypothesis -- and that is all it i$s-thus that we are being monitored by extratengdstand that they are
coaxing us into awareness of their existence slentyugh to not disrupt our self-centered civiliaat{"gradually turning up the
gain" as one of my colleagues put it). We are b@ginto take our first steps into space, and thaughprimitive behavior --
warfare, terrorism, bigotry, intolerance, senseléskence, greed -- is not yet a danger to anyagetrestrial civilization, it could
be someday. It has also been suggested that taesitivof life on our planet constituting a richngéic bank of living organisms
may have something to do with it. Perhaps the Hardéhgreenhouse and nursery of some importanceaud beyond its own
confines as a biological databank. It could be ¥ett green, just-right worlds are not all that coom, and perhaps the Earth is
special within some limited region of the cosmaghsas the local neighborhood (astronomical jafgothe volume of space
within a few dozen parsecs in our spiral arm ofitikky Way) as a repository or laboratory of liferms. Unfortunately we who
happen to live on this biologically rich planet arean ecologically destructive course that wilinihate a third or more of the
Earth's species in this century. This lack of stelship may not have gone unnoticed. For such reaganhaps events are being
staged involving a few people at a time, so thte by little the belief system of our societycisallenged and altered. Our neatly
packaged worldview is being deliberately unravédgdhings that do not fit into our reality. The dratic "landing on the White
House lawn" that scientists demand as confirmasia@xactly not the right thing to happen. At least yet.

To repeat, this is merely a mental-roadblock-cteahypothesis. But on the other hand, there iscubtthat the atti-
tude of society has changed dramatically overdke30 years to the extent that over half the il in the U.S. now believes
in the reality of ongoing extraterrestrial visitatiof Earth. That was certainly not the case in0195public opinion polls are cor-
rect, the average person today appears to be pretyared for open contact, while we scientistsldvbe quite jolted if UFOs
proved to be real and extraterrestrial. (A nicég sdistant radio signal from Tau Ceti would be entw our liking.) The
"preparation for contact" hypothesis is merelyauglble idea, but it may be part of the explanatibtihe seemingly bizarre UFO
behavior.

In any event, whether the above is merely fantasyt the duty of the skeptic is to confront tivédence, even if it
seemingly violates all common sense.
