Apollo 14 astronaut Dr Edgar Mitchell said he wasee of many UFO visits to
Earth during his career with NASA but each one e@gered up.

Dr Mitchell, 77, said during a radio interview thedurces at the space agency
who had had contact with aliens described the Iseasglittle people who look strange to
us.'

He said supposedly real-life ET's were similarhie traditional image of a small
frame, large eyes and head.

Chillingly, he claimed our technology is 'not ngaak sophisticated' as theirs and
"had they been hostile", he warned 'we would benlgeme by now'.

Dr Mitchell, along with Apollo 14 commander Alan &yard, holds the record for
the longest ever moon walk, at nine hours and Twtes following their 1971 mission.

'l happen to have been privileged enough to benithe fact that we've been vis-
ited on this planet and the UFO phenomenon is' i@aMitchell said.

'It's been well covered up by all our governmentstfie last 60 years or so, but
slowly it's leaked out and some of us have beevilpged to have been briefed on some
of it

UFO theorists believe Roswell in New Mexico was gfte of an alien crash in 1947

'I've been in military and intelligence circles, avknow that beneath the surface of what has beblicgtnowledge, yes - we
have been visited. Reading the papers recenfijpeéen happening quite a bit.'

Dr Mitchell, who has a Bachelor of Science degreagronautical engineering and a Doctor of Scieleggee in Aeronautics
and Astronautics claimed Roswell was real and ainailien visits continue to be investigated.

He told the astonished Kerrang radio host Nick Matigon: "This is really starting to open up. Inthiwe're headed for real
disclosure and some serious organizations are mawithat direction.’'

Mr Margerrison said: 'l thought I'd stumbled on sosort of astronaut humor but he was absolutelpsethat aliens are defi-
nitely out there and there's no debating it.'

Officials from NASA, however, were quick to playetcomments down.

In a statement, a spokesman said: "NASA does ack tUFOs. NASA is not involved in any sort of cougr about alien life
on this planet or anywhere in the universe.

'Dr Mitchell is a great American, but we do notighhis opinions on this issue.’

Discovery Channel’'s Irene Klotz interviewed Dr. Ed@r Mitchell after the radio interview that sparked worldwide
attention. Here is an excerpt from that interview:

IK: Well first of all thanks very much for making a little time. | wanted to ask you if there was anyting about the
radio interview you did that was different from what you've said in the past.

EM: No, there's nothing different. Several of (teports of the interview) that I've seen come adobiave some flaws in
them. Some of the reports pushed it or spun itrieotly. NASA had nothing to do with anything I'dene. | wasn't briefed by
NASA. There haven't been any sightings as a res$ulty flight service there, so if that part of @roes out on anything you've seen
it is just totally wrong.

IK: Yes, | did want to clarify that.

EM: My major knowledge comes from what | call tHd-timers, people who were at Roswell and subseiguba wanted
to clear the things up and tell somebody credibEnehough they were under severe threats andsthirthis was back in the Ros-
well days. Having gone to the moon and being alloitiaen out in the Roswell area some of them tidd would be a safe choice
to tell their story to, which they did. Even thoutje government put real clamps on everybody,tibgd anyhow.
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Subsequent to that, | did take my story to the &gt -- not NASA, but the Pentagon -- and askedforeeting with the
Intelligence Committee of the Joint Chiefs of Stafid got it. And told them my story and what | knamd eventually had that con-
firmed by the admiral that | spoke with, that indeehat | was saying was true.

IK: You mean what had been told to you was true?

EM: Yup, in other words. There was a UFO crash.ré&lveas an alien spacecraft. This gentleman trisdlamndest to get
me in and like so many others in the administrativer the last 60 years, since JFK's time, was lertab He was told 'Admiral, you
don't have a need to know, and therefore go gt éssentially.

IK: Have you ever come out and said who this persowas who briefed you?

EM: No, | have not.

IK: Would you at some point?

EM: No, it is out and around but | don't feel likeave the liberty to do that.

IK: When did you have your meeting at the Pentagon?

EM: It was in the late '90s in Washington when Iswhere working with The Disclosure Project, tryiimgget all those
opened up with another Naval officer by the nam&vdf Miller and Steven Greer, who you probably hee@af. Steven and | don't
really work on this anymore together, but we didhat point and getting to the Pentagon and seeiaj we could do there to try to
get this opened up.

IK: Why do you think the government hasn't acknowladged that there is life outside of Earth? | thoughtthat was
sort of the point of NASA.

EM: Well most people in government don't know. Howernment is highly compartmentalized. You coulatkwnext door
to somebody for 30 years not knowing what theyoimgl in certain areas. The whole point of all déth. goes back to World War
II. This Roswell incident took place right at thigeamath of World War Il when the U.S. Army Air Guz was split off and became
the Air Force and the OSS (Office of Strategic 8®3), which was the intelligence service of Wolr Il, was disbanded and
eventually became the CIA. At that point the ColdWas just starting to move under way and we wepzlds with the Soviets.

The Air Force was brand new and supposedly in obofrthe skies and didn't know what they were dpand the CIA did-
n't know what they were doing, so Pres. Truman was big problem here: Here people were telling kivere were aliens around
and nobody knew if they were hostile or what theyevand what was he going to do about it?

So he formed a committee, a very high-level miitand academic and intelligent people -- politicgdbwerful people --
and said 'You guys work on this.' And that wasezhll. the MAJIC 12. And they did pass a Natioredu8ity Act, or so I'm told, un-
der highly classified auspices, that gave this cdatamvirtually unlimited power to deal with thissue, which they have done for the
last 60 years, slowly excluding everybody -- indhgdpresidents.

IK: So you're saying the incidences are becoming me prevalent among the general public? People arearing their
own sightings?

EM: Just several weeks ago, this so-called incidéstephenville, in Stephenville, Texas. Anothee.cAnd naturally a lot
of discounting and unfortunately the press, thglgidactor got up and the press tended to ignotmittthe fact of the matter is this is
the real stuff we're dealing with. We're not além¢he universe. And it has nothing to do with NASKs far as | know it has to do
with what's going on and has been going on foing kime.

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Military Elements in Abductions? A Series of Recet Events

By Bill & Linda Murphy

An apparently human military presence in certaiarabbduction scenarios adds another dimensiommiplexity to an already puz-

zling and challenging phenomenon. Whether thiesvidence for human-alien collusion, or a conteftveen humans and aliens, the
details have invited a spectrum of speculationlijuatees, by those who love them and ufologistemeral. The following presents
a series of past and very recent events in theshopeontributing to the fund of information on thgbject, helping others who may be
experiencing such activities know that they are alohe, and perhaps eventually assisting in arfultelerstanding of this mystery

within the UFO mystery.

In the late 1980s, spurred on by a series of diamatv experiences, Linda Murphy began to link thge a chain of memories that
had resisted explanation, eventually to come tpsgwith an explanation that she would have disrdisgighout examination earlier.
An extremely strong skeptic on the subject of URDd alien visitation, Linda finally accepted thespibility after an “escalation of
explanations”; hers was no instant “conversion"dshgpon hypnosis, as is so often claimed to bedke by debunkers. Some facets
of Linda’s abduction events over the years did ldiga possible military element, and she was mdeegublish such a 1995 experi-
ence early in April, 2008, in an article co-authbrgith abductee and abduction researcher Kathakiitgon. The events that have
transpired since that publication, involving théura of apparent military helicopters after a mtran ten year hiatus of these in her
experiences, strengthen the likelihood of suchlaami component.

The following is taken in the third-person from Hais first-person journal entries of a 1995 abdrcti
experience, recovered entirely without hypnoslinda remembers being escorted through a large room
by a person she couldn’t see who was next to Ridre room was filled with tables or desks, with nien
military uniforms seated behind, two men to eadiieta All the men were wearing khaki uniforms, and
Linda was aware that none of these individuals sohmas glanced at her. This gave her the immessi
that they had been instructed not to acknowledgtesence. There was an air of seriousness ét@ut
room and its occupants that also struck Lindacalgin she had no idea what was going on. Linda did
not notice any windows, but the walls had what appe to be vertical lines. Whether these were a
decorative pattern, or some kind of drapery, isutain.

Linda remembers, as she was walking through thenydbat one man was wearing glasses. But the
most noteworthy detail of this experience may be dhm patch that all of the operatives wore. The
patch (see picture) takes the form of a shield withird, likely an eagle, with wings spread behincken-

tral circle that may have represented a globe bersp

Atop this circle and extending part way down itk kde were two rows of rope or braid, of differen
length, but the same golden color. Two pointegharor protrusions coming off from the globe or
sphere, toward the lower left or upper right, appddo be triangles, but could also have beenzsili
thunderbolts. Linda does not remember any specdlors other than the gold braid, although she al
lows that since the gold color stood out so mucmnfithe rest of the patch, the background color was
likely darker, perhaps a dark blue. The “eagl@swrobably a more medium color, the triangles or

“thunderbolts” a light to medium color and the té/sphere lighter in hue. She now wishes thatheld recorded the colors when
she wrote her journal entry, and thinks that hdietsemg no one would believe her story anyway wdacdor in her not doing so.

Most of the web article, “A Deeper Shade of Blaalépresents the results of the extensive resehattKiatharina Wilson did on
this remembered experience, and particularly thesipe meaning of the apparent military “patchRlease refer to this article at
http://mww.alienjigsaw.com/Articles/Shade_of Blddknl . Katharina’s review of the data compels teeconclude, against her
initial predisposition, that some terrestrial naitif group involved in a covert military operatidndaicted Linda. The analysis pro-
cess and findings deserve praise and attention agcellent example of the attempts researcher® rmaknake some sense out of
these enigmatic events.

Just a few weeks after the appearance of the editlKatharina’'s website, Linda had a dramatico$etxperiences involving an
unmarked helicopter. On April 22nd Linda was retng from an errand, and stopped at a shoppintecerar our home for a
couple of quick purchases before another appoirttmesnda reached the shopping center shortly &tpm, spending only a few
minutes inside the first store; after which shekedlto her car. It was then that Linda first oeti the sound of a helicopter flying
low overhead. This did not bother her, as sheréid the helicopter must be a traffic helicopter.its job scoping out the begin-
nings of the afternoon rush hour on two major higysvin the area. Linda drove her car to the ailthr of the shopping center,

stopping at a hardware store for another quickimmse. Upon leaving this store and walking backeocar, Linda was some-
what startled to note that the helicopter was stithe area — in fact, directly overhead — andragraveling quite slowly over
now this other portion of the shopping center pagkot. Her curiosity raised by this coincidentinda looked more closely at
the helicopter and noted that it was very darkppesarance, without any visible letters or markingghis was, admittedly, rather
strange, but as an electrical engineer by traiaimg) rational by disposition, Linda was not aboubeégin assigning any especial
significance to the event.

Nowgaized into action, Linda
ran into the house and upstairs to get her came@wer the next several minutes she snapped p&cwir¢he helicopter as it
banked left and then several times made tightesrover and around the house.

Once Linda even ran out onto the deck in the réahe house to take
her pictures; she also called me on the cell phaniée she was snap-
ping views. After about five minutes of this, thelicopter, still flying
slow and low, moved off in a giant arc and awayrfrthe neighborhood.
Thus, this initial intriguing event took about 20nnites’ time.

It was now time for her next appointment, a tripata from a veterinary
office about four miles to the east. Linda notyotook her feline
charge, but the camera also, with her on this jaartnothing untoward
occurred. Returning home somewhere before 3:8@a_hooked up
her camera to the computer and downloaded therp&he had taken
earlier. Besides the ‘copter itself, one of ttarfes showed an odd

Checking her cell phone messages, Linda found ame &n Army Sergeant, a recruit-
ing message with a telephone number to call. eSihe message began with something
that was either “This is James” or “Hey, James’sdemed highly likely that this was
just an errant call to the wrong person. But uporda and Katharina Wilson doing
some checking on the actual number, it was detewmnthat the address was not an
Army but an Air Force recruiting office, about 20les distant from our home.

Shot taken through screen door. ered the identity of the helicopter itself as an3BS Twinstar; a twin engine helicopter
from the French company Aerospatiale/Eurocopt€his is a six-seat machine used by

different governments, military, law enforcemenéages, and radio and television companies. atle ¢f colorful decoration and,
indeed, identifying characters on the helicoptskis would argue for some kind of governmental andfilitary use in this particu-
lar instance. Her investigative experience opegaKatharina found a tantalizing indication thiae CIA has, for instance, used this
type of helicopter on clandestine missions — aal&ihg indication, because the web page that feshlinked to this initial informa-
tion had been removed.

More information came from the efforts of two ofhta’s friends who visited a nearby airport in a@emapt to “nail down” or at least
hone in on the possible agency that owned and tgukthe helicopter that Linda had photographeche @irport worker opined that
the object in the photos (the investigators hadrgeld copies of some of Linda’s snapshots) mighithbeCounty Sheriff's helicop-
ter. However, another worker whom the two redsens later talked to definitely nixed the Sheriffientification because the heli-
copter in Linda’s pictures showed no camera handmgn from its front, as would be the case for &rifs or, for that matter,
news helicopter. According to the first workdre tonly helicopters that would be flying below 5@@t would be a Sheriff's or a
military helicopter, or someone who had been gigemmission by the military. And, in the opinioftbe second, independent
worker, the helicopter was probably some kind ditary helicopter. The tentative conclusion wotierefore seem clearly to be
that this unmarked helicopter, that showed purpdsetent and an FAA-disturbing altitude, that aidt seem to display any concern
over its being photographed as it followed a cwilcar's homeward course and then itself couraeaslover a suburban neighbor-
hood several times on two successive occasionsngedl either to a military or possibly even cowrganization. The full article

These events transpired the day before | took mésstrip out of state. On the first evening thaas away from home, no over-
flights were noted in Linda’s journal, but on thexhthree successive days, at different times -nimgy afternoon, and evening —
helicopters appeared over the Murphy householdhiléNhe ‘choppers that flew over on Thursday anddy seemed identical to
the one that had seemed to follow her home, Lid@atified the helicopter that came over Saturdagra&8 pm as a Vietnam-era
“Huey”. But events now took another turn.

One week after her initial experience, on April'2@o more helicopter fly-
bys of the subdivision occurred, one in the morramgl one around 8:30
pm. But these perhaps coincidental missions takack seat to a more
terrestrial encounter Linda had with an unusuaioleh It is claimed that
some abductees are “tailed” by military or covegamizations, using multi-
ple vehicles so as not to arouse overt suspicidhile such suspicions
might seem to have an air of paranoia to them,fofiewing facts give
pause. Linda decided to take the car out for@ur lor so on a cold but
beautiful, sunny Michigan day. Returning homenfra series of errands,
Linda was at a stoplight, behind a white Ford Crafictoria that was wait-
ing to make a left hand turn, when she noticedtelg@mblem on the rear

of the vehicle. The symbol looked rather like th&ignia that Katharina and she had co-writtenualiotheir March article. Her
interest piqued by this symbol, by the Buffalo, N&ark identification surrounding the license plagsd a metal plate stating
“Police Interceptor” on the back, Linda got out liégital camera and attempted to take a picturé blguhis time the light had
turned and the vehicle took off very quickly. Hdamwas able to glimpse that the side of the velsistaved no identifying charac-
teristics of a police car. The car gave the appe= of wanting to travel much faster than it whke, and to attempt to get by a
much slower vehicle, but the road was too narrdsince she was driving a sports car, Linda was tmbieaintain a relatively close
distance as the vehicle in front of her made anmdtive, this time to the right, and immediately dpgp. The white “Crown Vic”
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passed a fast-moving truck on its right side, aomtto appropriate road manners, and Linda keeglbut in the right lane, until

the truck slowed somewhat and she was able to Istidk into the left-hand lane, behind the car. e White car ran a yellow light

at a large intersection, with Linda right on it#,tlthen both vehicles had to stop at a red ligidf for a couple of seconds. Linda
now saw her chance; raising her camera, she topiich picture before the light turned green anchhathicles went back into mo-

tion. The pursued car made a fast right into vidirada knew to be a dead-end street; realizingdisaretion was the better part of
valor and that she had captured an image of ttdsvetlicle, Linda proceeded home.

When Linda hooked the camera up to her computemarzdable to examine her prize picture, she ndtatithe occupant of the
vehicle, a man with militarily-short-cropped haimdawearing sunglasses, was clearly looking at lkerugh his rear view mirror.
He was well aware that she had taken his picturanda’s Internet research revealed to her that'Bwice Interceptor” plate des-
ignation must be removed from vehicles prior todiag them to the public. Katharina suggestedpthesibility that the car and its
occupant were not on nefarious governmental busibesthe man could be attempting to pose as agofficer to stop and ac-
cost unsuspecting women motorists, an unfortundtigligly plausible theory, given that some of thisivaty has been recently re-
ported from this general area. In any event,¢hischase added another dimension to the recate spodd circumstances.

Helicopter flyovers continued off and on from thisint forward. One consistency to the events tivasthey, until this very eve-
ning that we have begun composing this account (&ug2%, have transpired in my absence. In one instameehelicopters
seem to have scheduled their flyby to coincide withpreferred Sunday church habits. Several mghys$ occurred during an-
other of my business trips. In one instance,ltwge attack-type helicopters flew so close tohtbese that they rocked its founda-
tions, rattling windows while Linda was on the pkanith her mother. Linda believes these aeriaiicles were only about 100
feet up, as they were just above two Weeping Wiltoyes immediately behind the house at the borofeosir property. Again,
individually these events seem innocuous, unrentdekavhether the linkage of them into a patterteisable, is for the reader to
judge, but in light of the facts recounted at tlegibning of this article and many more left unsaiair occurrence perhaps takes
on a more intelligible meaning.

Mr. Fox has been a member ofpdmeel guests on the King show on several occasibasked him
what Larry King's view on the subject was to whioh replied: “During one of the commercial breaksg<looked at us and said ‘this
stuff is real, isn't it?” And we said “Yup, it'seal.” And King said ‘My God, why don't they tels@"

The sixth man to walk on the moon, Dr. Edgar Mitthecently made international news after he cdguaformed a startled
radio host in England that UFOs are real. Sonféokey quotes were:

- Roswell really happened.

- "UFOs are real and we have been visited on thisgb although it has been covered up by goverrsrfenguite a long time."

- Contact has been made and is ongoing.
